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Methodologies for historical research deriving from various disciplines including an overview of

contemporary theories
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HS 602 Special Issues in Historiography
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Special issues in historiography focusing on contexts, writing methods, structures, evidences, and

interpretations of historical thoughts and theories.
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Reading and interpreting historical sources including analytical procedures and methods of assessing history

from variety of perspectives
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HS 701 Independent Study
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This Independent Study focuses on researching and surveying of major concepts and fundamental theories
appeared in academic works in the history through a selected topic. It also introduces historical approaches for data

collection and data analysis which will be useful for determining the study issues and the thesis's topic.
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Understanding the history and evolution of studies of the past through various views, concepts, methods,

philosophies, and theories. Philosophical and theoretical issues relating to historical inquiries will be considered

with case studies, both Western and non-Western.
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HS 606 Nation-State and Nationalism
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Analyze the importance of nation-state and modern sovereignty, its impact on nationalism, nationalist

movements and the development of nationalism concepts in the contemporary world.
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HS 616 Thai Political History After 1932
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Thai political history since the revolution in 1932 until present time.
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HS 667 Contemporary History of Asia

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HS 704 Seminar in Comparative History
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Selected topics in the comparative study of various world regions focusing on important issues of states'

development.
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HS 705 Seminar in Intellectual History
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This seminar emphasizes on wisdom, thoughts and concepts of knowledge in societies. It covers numerous

themes, including religions, philosophy, political thoughts, science and human perceptions.
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HS 706 Seminar in History of International Relations
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History of interstate relations in Europe and Asia; the historical development that transforms the European

interstate system into a pattern universally adopted throughout the world in modern era.
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HS 707 Seminar in Cultural History
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Important issues in traditions, cultures of everyday life, believe systems, public memories, and study of emotions.
Emphases will be put in analyzing, interpreting, and comparing cultural products from different world regions in a

comparative level. Topics and issues will be determined prior to the beginning of each semester.
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HS 708 Seminar in Economic History
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Significant issues regarding development (or evolution?) , structures, policies, and roles of institutes and groups

of people in economy corresponding to political and social changes both in macro and micro levels.
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HS 709 Seminar in Local History
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Important issues of the origin of localities in realms of community settlement, politics and administration (or
government?), economy, societies and cultures, interrelations among locality, central power, and the world, as well as

problematic issues in recording evidences, researching, methodology and writing
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HS 716 Seminar in Thai History
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This seminar focuses on crucial issues in the Thai history, ranging from various events, their evolution to
political, economic, social and cultural structures. The study topics will be clearly designated for each semester by the

seminar lecturers.
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HS 757 Seminar in Asian History
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A study of major historical events, evolution and social structure, political economy and culture in Asia in

each era; selected themes will be examined in each semester.
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HS 796 Seminar in Western History
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Analysis of significant issues on the events, evolution, and structure of society, economics, politics, and

culture in Europe and Americas during each era, following the theme of study specified clearly by the instructor

for each semester
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Proposing and conducting a research that has a contribution in the field of history; writing up thesis; presenting

and publishing research papers; understanding research ethics and academic integrity.
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
