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SA601 CONTEMPORARY SOCIOLOGICAL THEORY
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Major Sociological Theories, including: Structural Functionalism, Conflict Theories focus on Post Marxist
Theories, Exchange Theories and Rational Choices, Symbolic Interactionism, Phenomenology, Feminism and debates
concerning trends and development in Sociological Theories, for example: integration of Macro and Micro Analysis and

Agency —Structure analysis.
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The course aims to explore logical and philosophical roots of qualitative research including epistemological and
methodological assumptions. It then proceeds to explain various ways that qualitative research is linked to theories. The
course also covers methods used in data gathering, such as participant observation, qualitative interview, ethnography.

Uses
of the variety of quantitative research methods such as survey and experimental research. Practices of conducting
research process including research designing, constructing conceptual framework, operationalization, data analyzing

and writing research papers.
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SA604 STATISTICS FOR SOCIAL RESEARCH
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Role of Statistics in Social Research, Design How to get the Data, Sampling and Measurement, Descriptive
Statistics (Measure of Central Tendency and Dispersion), Inferential Statistics (Estimation and Hypothesis Testing),
Comparison of Two Population Groups, Analysis of Variance, Multiple Comparison, Nonparametric Statistics,

Association of Bivariate, and All Statistical Data Analysis Techniques will focus on Social Research Examples
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SA605 SEMINAR IN RESEARCH PRACTICE
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This course aims to develop an ability to integrate sociological theory and methodology into a particular
research. It focuses on developing a research project, especially determining research questions, reviewing literatures,

elaborating conceptual/theoretical framework, designing research measurement, sampling, data collection, and data

analysis.
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Important concepts on processes of constructing, maintaining and changing social organization. Social processes

such as social conflict, social control, social solidarity and social stratification. Including units of social organization.
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Compare and contrast between sociological social psychology and psychological social psychology major

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SA614 SOCIOLOGY AND ANTHROPOLOGY OF RELIGION
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The sociological and anthropological perspectives on classical and contemporary religious studies.
Methodological approaches to study religion. Transformation of religious institutions in the context of historical and
cultural relationship between religion, individuals and society. Contemporary issues such as religion in minority groups or
marginalized people in society. Fundamentalism In the modern world. Roles of religion in regional and global politics.

Religion and gender.
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SA615 GENDER ISSUES IN SOCIOLOGY
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Sociological perspectives on gender issues such as gender and sexuality, social construction of gender in societies,
gender relations and family lives (such as motherhood, fatherhood and sexual diversities), transgender and politics of the

body. Criticize gender differences as a basis of social organization, symbolic order and power relations. Discuss debates on

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SA616 CULTURE SOCIOLOGY

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Contemporary Theoretical issues, debates and critique of Sociological Theories. New sociological approaches and
philosophy include: Post Modernism, Post Structuralism, Post Colonialism through the discussion of sociological research

findings in several issues: religion, economic, politic, urban society, rural society, and family
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SA618 SOCIOLOGY OF OTHERNESS
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The developments of Sociological perspectives and theories on otherness, cultural ideologies and myths

constructed by people’s imaginations, public and social institutes. Study Sociological perspectives on multiple
marginalities related to social statuses such as race, class, gender, religious beliefs and politics. Study lived-experiences,
social movement and oppression in the contexts of historical, economic, political and social changes such as colonial

period, post-colonial period as well as migration.
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SA621 CREATIVE READING AND WRITING FOR SOCIAL RESEARCH
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Reading research articles and other forms of academic writings in the areas of sociology and anthropology to
develop skills in asking questions, distinguishing information, assessing data and understanding approaches to analyze,
criticize and write their notes and commentaries to make their own argumentative statements. This may be produced as

synthetic research for more investigation in the future
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SA622 MULTIVARIATE ANALYSIS AND MEASUREMENT
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Simple and Multiple Regression Analysis, Logistic Regression, Log-Linear Analysis, Discriminant Analysis,
Factor Analysis, Path Analysis, Multi-Level Analysis, and Other Techniques with Statistical Software and All Statistical
Data Analysis Techniques will focus on Social Research Examples Including How to Conduct the Measurement for
Collecting the Data
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SA623 METHODOLOGY FOR SURVEY RESEARCH
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Understanding Methodology for Survey Research such as how to plan research method, create hypothesis,
understand variation or indicator, index, evaluate reliability and validity, create questionnaire, manage, field work
interview, evaluate and analyze the result. Understand probability sampling as one of the data gathering method, learn

different type of sampling method and learn statistic estimation such as evaluate and test hypothesis, including practice on

statistic computer program in order to evaluate result and analyze data.
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SA624 METHODOLOGY FOR EVALUATION RESEARCH
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Meanings and basic elements of evaluation research. Process and categories of evaluation research. Diagnosis of
the projects or programs, monitoring work performance, programs’ effectiveness and projects’ efficiency and assessment

of impacts of the projects in areas such as environment, health, and social impacts. New trends of evaluation research.
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SA625 METHODOLOGY FOR SOCIAL POLICY RESEARCH

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SA626 METHODOLOGY FOR TRANS-BORDER RESEARCH

disciplines, gender, methodologies including cross-cultural research, oral histories from subordinated people, empowering

research methods and content analysis through material and non-material cultural objects such as songs and narratives.
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SA627 DATA MANAGEMENT FOR SOCIAL RESEARCH
