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Principles, the process in applying statistical techniques towards real estate research, property valuation, real

estate forecast and any decision-making process. Students will also learn the right way to create and test statistical

assumptions. Collect, analyze and conclude data in order to answer real estate problems.
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Basic principles in architecture and engineering works in the understanding of architectural drawing, symbols
and construction specification, the relationship between two and three-dimensional drawing, project planning, building
design concept, development from architectural to engineering design, such as civil engineering, structural engineering,
sanitary engineering, electrical engineering, etc. The content covers important logically thinking and alternative design
and construction which are linked to factors that affect the design such as environment, building regulation, project cost,

project image, market constraints in regard of real estate business development as well as feasibility study.
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The study of economic factors both at micro and macro levels that impact real estate business such as real estate

firms, consumer behaviors, land price, finance and investment aspects and real estate project. The subject concentrates on

relationship between real estate firms and related agencies both government and private. Students will also learn the

process in real estate development and how economic trend can affect real estate business.
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Economic principles for real estate demand and supply analysis, land economic theories, cities birth, change in
urban structures, urban trends, town planning, consumer behaviors, demographically characteristics, government

regulations and private strategies as well as economics factors that affect pattern of land use. The application in terms of

forecasting future land use is also included.
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RB611 Accounting for Real Estate Management
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Accounting concepts using in decision-making process; emphasize on how to understand and apply financial

statements. Analyze important financial ratios in order to apply with real estate management. Study cost concepts using in

profit planning, financial budget and financial techniques in real estate investment analysis issues is also included.
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To study legal, tax principles and its interpretations in order to be able to apply into real estate business;

students will also learn how to analyze the affects that legal and tax rules and regulations impact on real estate business.
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Marketing principles and aspects, consumer behaviors in the real estate decision-making process are included.
Students will also learn how to apply information on consumers' needs towards planning, feasibility study, development

and evaluation of real estate project. Marketing strategies and planning will also be taught.
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Finance and investment analysis are concerned with evaluation of investment and management of real estate
under different situations and circumstances. The financing techniques in analyzing investment and project funding will
be emphasized while concentrating on risk in the financial and capital markets. Students will also be learning factors that

affect the real estate business.
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RB622 Real Estate Construction Project Management
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Concepts related to project management, understanding of activity in construction, the sequence of construction
(Scheduling), the estimated cost of the project, building permits, the study of construction technology and related factors

that will impact on project costs and feasibility study. Cost Management and techniques are also of concern in the idea of

how to deal construction project management against time cost and quality.
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The basic principles, processes and various factors of property valuation which affects the value of the property.
Introduce the basic concepts and methods of valuation. Case studies and valuation reports will be assigned for group

work.
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RB671 Feasibility Study and Business Plan
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This course provides students how to do the project feasibility study and to implement the business plan. The
study of the project feasibility will emphasize on the parts of legal, marketing, production, operation and finance. Then
how to write the effective business plan will be learned. It is a guideline for doing the business in the future. This course
also teaches more in business model, market research and business strategic planning.
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RB690 Research Methodology for Real Estate Business
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The principles, format, and process in conducting a research in real estate and how to present the research in a
professional manner are the principle idea of the subject. This course consists of how to conduct assumptions, data

collection process, analyzing the data and how to conclude in various formats.
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RB735 Modern Property Management
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Property management principles, strategies, plans, control system, auditing system, evaluation process and how
to create a budget. Students will also learn how to communicate and take care tenants as well as clients (landlord), how to

manage the property's common area and solve problems regarding property management.
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RB726 Seminar in Real Estate Business
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Pre requisite: Passed the real estate subjects no less than 15 credits
Analyze and discuss various problems and case studies from both theoretical and practical perspectives. This

subject was designed to encourage students to participate in group discussion and sharing their opinion on the origination

and solution of the problems based on theoretical support.
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RB737 Real Estate Agent and Brokerage
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All the laws, regulations and ethics in operating as a property agent and broker; students will also learn the right

and effective techniques and procedures in selling and leasing properties.
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RB738 Advanced Property Management
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Pre requisite : Have earned credits of RB735 Modern Property Management
This is an advanced subject that concentrates on how to manage property itself and the portfolio. Frameworks,
responsibilities and factors that will affect the value of a property will be discussed. How to find and screen tenants,

aspects and suitability of each different kind of contracts, risk management, vacancy and occupancy management as well

as the right procedure and cost effectiveness in handling building maintenance.
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RB739 Juristic Person Management and Facility Management
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Concepts of the fundamental of juristic person management and its law concerned such as building and housing
regulation. The fundamental of juristic person management consists of the set up of juristic committee, juristic person
management plan, and information technology for juristic person management, financial management and the case study

of dispute among juristic person management. This subject studies the facility management which emphasizes on the

planning of building and facilities, audit and maintenance for maintaining the good condition and can be used efficiently.
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RB756 Advanced Real Estate Analysis and Valuation
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Prerequisite : Have earned credits of RB.651 Real Estate Valuation Analysis
The principles and processes in valuing different types of properties. Income producing properties will be
emphasized such as office buildings, retails shops, hotels and gradually stepping into a more complex real estate. Students

will also learn the right and effective way to collect data, analyze, use the right tools and to conduct proper conclusions.

Problems and solutions on international and domestic domains will be discussed in class.
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RB757 Statutory Valuation
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Prerequisite : Have earned credits of RB 651 Real Estate Valuation Analysis
Valuation concepts as required by law is conducted in the course, such as the land code, section 105, registration
of rights and juristic acts, the expropriation act, the law of the land development, act on the provision of land for public

transportation, act on land and building tax, act on property valuation. Various valuation techniques and applications

and case studies in Thailand will be explained.
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RB758 Business Valuation
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Prerequisite : Have earned credits of RB 651 Real Estate Valuation Analysis
The principles and process of valuing various types of businesses; study factors that affect business values, how

to detect relevant financial data and analyze it as well as learn how to value property and business goodwill. Problems and

solutions regarding this topic will also be discussed.
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RB777 Residential and Commercial Property Development
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Learn the procedures and strategies on real estate investment of residential, commercial and industrial
properties. Students will also learn how to analyze the factors that affect the property development; economy,
demography, physical attribute, design, construction, infrastructures, marketing, finance, project management.

Appropriate planning techniques are also included in the subject.
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RB778 International Real Estate Investment Analysis

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RB796 Computer Application in Real Estate
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New informational technology related to the property sector such as geographical information system (GIS),
electronic commerce and other professional system. These systems are essential in the decision-making process in the data

collection area, the analysis of value and in investment. Students will also learn how to interpret the results from these

informational system in order to evaluate and detect problems as well as finding solutions most suitable.

RB797 Good Governance in Real Estate Business
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Understand Role and responsibilities involved in real estate business relationships with all stakeholders. This
subject includes all sectors of real estate business; residential, commercial such as office buildings, hotels, shopping
centers, etc., and all of career paths such as real estate valuation, development, project management, etc. The core
purpose of the subject is to create sustainable business practice that ensures fairness to all stakeholders; emphasize on

transparent, fairness and accountability.
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Students are required to present their proposal on their research, feasibility study or in-depth case study to their
advisors and reading committee. The procedures and processes presented in the proposal must follow theoretical format
and practical. By this, students must conduct a research on articles, researches or/and other formal written materials as

part of their literature review. Presentation on students' readiness in carrying out the research such as how, when and

where in analyzing the supply and demand market is also required.
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Students are required to present the complete research, feasibility or in-depth case study to their Advisors and
reading committee. Proposals must be approved by advisor and committee before complete paper presentation can be
conducted. Students are also expected to be able to answer questions on theoretical matters and practicalities their works

in order to demonstrate their understanding on the paper and their analytical skills.
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Creating research project in aim to generate new knowledge in real estate business with subtle process is

primary concerned. Ability to address the problem by rigorous literature reviews and to find solution by using statistical

data with suitable recommendation is needed. Writing and presenting thesis for publication with strong ethical practice.
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
