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With the emphasis on theories in sustainable urban planning and development, this course will address

contemporary issues and challenges in sustainable urban planning at the national, town, or community levels. Students will

also learn about tools or mechanisms that would make the change toward sustainability.
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In this course, students will develop their research skills in planning, including both quantitative and

qualitative methods. Student will also learn about advanced planning techniques and be able to apply these techniques in

urban planning practices.
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Topics of this course include public administration for urban management, local governance, and power
and duties of officials in urban planning and development. Historical development of State and urban planning and

development will also be discussed.
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Application of knowledge and skills derived from all courses through integrated workshops which will help
develop skills in policy formulation, urban design and property development in urban areas. The practice is responsive to actual
problems in real life situations.
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(UP611 Legislative Systems for Planning)
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The course covers principles and context of laws concerning urban planning and urban development
such as the Urban Planning Act, Building Control Act, Land Subdivision Act, Land Readjustment Act, and Environment

Act. Other relevant laws affecting the management of urban development projects such as the Decentralization Act are

also included.
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(UP612 Individual Study)
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In this course, students will conduct and individual study under the guidance of an advisor on the topics

related to urban settlement problems and development issues.
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(UP613 Key Issues in Planning and Development (Seminar))
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This seminar allows students to discuss contemporary issues in planning and development.
Interpretation and discussion are the key methods for enhancing urban analytical skills. Paying attention to journal papers

and addressing arguments are also included for the process of systematic problem solving.
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(UP614 Urban Climate Resilience Planning)
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The focus of this course is on planning for urban climate resilience especially for building a long-term
adaptive capacity of urban systems including social and economic structure, infrastructure health and physical system.
Students will develop skills in strategic planning in order to manage future risks posed by uncertainties and dynamic of urban
systems and climate change. Scenario planning approach is used to help identify resilient and potential robust strategies and

decision making, making a good decision without prediction.
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(UP615 Social Entrepreneurship in Planning and Management)
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Social entrepreneurship is a rapidly developing field of business/community planning that helps solving
social and environmental challenges otherwise overlooked by commercial development. This field includes “social
entrepreneurship” where employees in companies develop new income opportunities for their firms by addressing social
and environmental challenges in a profitable, scalable manner. As the traditional lines blur among nonprofits, government
and community, it is critical that planning students understand the opportunities and challenges in this new landscape.
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Understanding the emergence and existence of local wisdom, its essences and roles within the
relationship between life and culture is essential in formulating effective community development policies. This course also

introduces students to the context, continuity, revitalization and conservation aspects of local community development.
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(UP617 Tourism Planning and Policy)
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This course explores tourism concepts and theories. Students will learn from local and international
experience and cases, analyse policy and planning processes including management of destinations, study relationships
between tourism and settlements, and link tourism roles to national and international development.
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(UP621 Economic Development and Land Use Policies)
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This course introduces students to inter-connectedness between economic development and sustainable
land-use planning. This is to get an insight into economy in various levels, for instance, local, regional and global. Students

will develop the ability to use analytical tools to interpret economic systems associated with rural and urban development.

The impact of land use policies on economic growth is also included.

(UP622 Regional Science and Urban Economics)
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This course covers theories and analytical methods in regional science and urban economics. Main
economic forces that lead to the existence of cities and regions and their policy implications are the main focus of the

course. Analytical techniques such as inter-regional analysis and multiplier analysis will be discussed in class.
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(UP623 Modeling Geographic Space and Virtual Environments in Urban Planning)
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This course explores the nature and use of digital geographic information systems (GIS) and urban
microclimate simulation models for the analysis and synthesis of spatial patterns and processes through cartographic
modeling. These models are general but widely-used methodology to address a wide variety of analytical mapping
applications in a clear and consistent manner such as land use, urban morphology, urban climate, etc. Some basic
knowledge in GIS and statistics are required. This course will introduce students to various computerized and GIS-based

land use and environmental planning models.
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The focus of this course is on the application of theories of transportation planning, management and
implementation in urban areas. The study emphasizes problems, and issues in urban transportation planning and
management. The study of planning institutions and the role of public and private sectors in urban transportation are also

included.
