Grammar topics and
sentence variety are taught in context to support writing accuracy. Each unit integrates various

skills with critical thinking strategies, such as organizing ideas and making predictions.

English for Master’s Studies 2

Course Description

This course advances students’ academic English skills with a focus on critical reading and multi-
paragraph academic writing. Topics span a range of academic fields, encouraging learners to
engage with complex ideas while strengthening language proficiency. Students will analyze text
structures, evaluate arguments, and synthesize information across sources. Writing assignments
progress from structured paragraphs to coherent essays, including cause/effect, opinion, and
argumentative essays. Grammar instruction supports advanced sentence structures. Critical
thinking skills are developed through activities such as identifying causal relationships, classifying
information, and evaluating evidence. Vocabulary development focuses on collocations,

synonyms, and affixation to support academic expression.
